Slide One:
After you have selected the station(s) and time interval (in this case time interval does not matter), select AWN Reports, then Annual.

Slide Two:
At the top of the report is 1) the day the data was extracted then the name of the station; 2) the latitude, longitude, and elevation of the station; and 3) the data from the years that are available for this station.  As of 4/19/07, there is still annual data that has not been moved from the old PAWS data set, so more information will be forthcoming.  If this is a new AWN station, and never was a PAWS station, then this is all the information that will ever be available.

Slide Three:
The data is separated as follows:  1. the year (notice that the current year is included and the data is what has occurred to date); 2. the maximum air temperature for the year; 3. the minimum air temperature for the year; 4. the average air temperature for the year; 5. the total precipitation for the year; 

Slide Four:
6. the total Et for alfalfa; 7. the total Et for grass (for more information on ET, see What is ET? found on the Help page under Definitions ); 8. the total wind run = daily wind speed average in miles/hour x 24 hours; 9. Total solar radiation.

Slide Five:
To move data to a spreadsheet, select the Download File button and an Excel spreadsheet will be created.
