Degree Day
Side One:
Before selecting this report, be sure you have selected your station and time interval.To access this report click on AWN Reports, then click on Degree Day.

Slide Two:
  If you are not sure what the base temperature for your crop is, it can be determined by a review of literature, web sites, or calling your local Agricultural Extension Agent.  For this example, Base 40, the default temperature for this report, was chosen.
Slide Three:
The top of the report shows 1. the date the data was extracted, the station selected, the location of the station, and the range of dates selected; 2. is a link to a site that shows general information about tree fruit development using maximum temperature minus 43 degrees; and 3. a link to a Yakima Extension web page and select individual bud charts for pictures of bud development.

Slide Four:
The body of the report contains the following:  1. the date; 2. the maximum air temperature for the day; 3. the minimum air temperature for the day; 4. The heat units for the base temperature selected which is calculated by adding the high plus the low, dividing by 2, then subtracting the base temperature; 5. the accumulated heat units from column 4;

Slide Five:
6. The maximum bloom units which is calculated by subtracting the base temperature from the maximum temperature; and 7. the accumulated maximum bloom units from column 6.

Slide Six:
At the bottom of the report, click the Download File button to move the data into an Excel spreadsheet.
