ET Report
Slide One:
After you have selected your station and time interval, click on AWN Reports, then ET Report. The ET Report is used in the calculation of evapotransporation. 

Slide Two:
At the top of the report you will see 1. the date the data was extracted and the name of the station; 2. the GPS coordinates and elevation for the station selected; 3. the date range that was selected for this model; and 4. the total accumulated precipitation for the selected dates.
Slide Three:
For the time period and the crop that you selected (alfalfa in this case), you will see a printout of the following, 1. the date; 2. Penman ETr (reference ET) in inches; 3. Accumulated ETr from column 2; 4. Alfalfa ET (the reference ET times the crop coefficient for alfalfa in this case); and 5. Accumulated Alfalfa ET from column 4. Slide Four:
To move data to a spreadsheet, select the Download File button and an Excel spreadsheet will be created.
