Heat Index

Slide One:
After you have selected your station and time interval, click on AWN Reports, then Heat Index. 

Slide Two:
At the top of the report you will see 1. the date the data was extracted and the station that was selected; 2. the location and elevation of the station selected; and 3. the range of dates selected.

Slide Three:
The body of the report contains 1. the year of the data; 2. the hour of the data; 3. the average temperature for that hour; 4. the average relative humidity for that hour; and 5. the heat index temperature.  

Slide Four:
If you wish to move this data into a spreadsheet, click the download file button and an Excel spreadsheet will be created. Click the link for a complete definition of the term heat index.
