Monthly Report

Slide One:
Select any station or stations.  When selecting a month, choose any time period during the month of interest.  Only one month of data appears in this report at a time.  The data is presented in 24 hour, or daily format, for any chosen month.

Slide Two:
The top of the report shows 1. the station and 2. the month you selected.

Slide Three:
The data in this report includes the following:  1. day of the month, 2. air temperature- maximum, minimum, & average, 3. dew point – maximum, minimum, & average, 4. total solar radiation, 5. total wind run, average wind speed, average wind direction, & standard deviation from the average.

Slide Four:
Continuing across the page is 6. total precipitation for the day, 7. average soil moisture, 8. average soil temperature (generally at 8 inches, but some stations have multiple levels of soil temperature), 9. Alfalfa Reference ET total for the day, and 10.  Grass reference ET total for the day.  For more information on ET, see What is ET? found on the Help page.

Slide Five:
At the bottom of the report is the summary data.  It includes averages for maximum, minimum and average air temperature and dew point, wind run, wind speed and both ET calculations.

Below the averages are totals for wind run, precipitation, and both ET calculations.

Next are the temperature extremes for both air temperature and dew point.

Last are the wind extremes for wind run and wind speed.
