Single Sensor Report
Slide One:
The Single Sensor report is data displayed in graphical form. It shows all the data for any one sensor that is available on each weather station. After you have selected your station and time interval, click on AWN Reports, and then click on Single Sensor. 

Slide Two:
Select the function type.  You may choose maximum, minimum, average or none (the default type).  Next select a time interval.  By default, the 15 minute average will be selected, but you can also choose by hour, day, week, month or year averages.

Slide Three:
The select parameter section allows you to choose which individual sensor you are interested in.  After you choose a sensor, press the submit button.  By default, the air temperature sensor will be selected.

Slide Four:
If all the default parameters were selected, this is the printout of the temperature data for the station selected.  

Slide Five:
If the function type and time interval stayed the same and you selected wind speed, the graph would look like this.  You can choose any time interval for as long as there is data available and choose any sensor that is present at that station.
