Wind Chill Report

Slide One:
After you have selected your station and time interval, click on AWN Reports, then Wind Chill.

Slide Two:
At the top of the report you will see 1. the date the data was extracted and the station that was selected; 2. the location and elevation of the station selected; and 3. the range of dates selected.

Slide Three:
The body of the report contains 1. the date of the data; 2. the hour of the data; 3. the average temperature for that hour; 4. the average wind speed in miles per hour for that hour; and 5. the wind chill.  

Slide Four:
