Slide One:
After you have selected your station and time interval, click on AWN Reports, then Wind Rose.
Slide Two:
The Wind Rose is a graphical view of what the wind was doing for the particular period of time you selected.  These plots show wind speed, direction, and the frequency with which the wind was blowing in a particular direction.  The plot is divided into 20 degree sectors based on North, South, East and West. 

Slide Three: 
The color shows the speed of the wind and the circles represent the percentage of time the wind blew from a particular direction. In this example, you can see that the majority of the time, the wind was from the west southwest.  20% of this time, the wind was blowing at 14-20 mph, 15% it was blowing at 10-12 mph, and about 10% of the time it was blowing at 6-8 mph.
